In Africa. around 750,000 children under S years
of age die every year from unsafe water.

it is estimated that Africa loses USS28 billion a year due to a lack of access to safe drinking water and adequate sanitation.

The gender implications of water stress are profound. Wormen are more likely to be responsible for water collection. In parts of Africa. it
takes 8 hours a day to find water leaving little time for education and paid employment.
